Planning Matters Galore

The Village Hall

At the Residents’ Association 1973 Annual Generakhlihg, its constitution was
changed so that it could become a charity and copgsty. At that meeting detailed
plans and drawings of the proposed Village Hallevavealed and put on display.
The Hall was designed to blend in with the existingdings, and although outline
permission had been granted the Association wastiatigg to build it further away
from existing housing.

200 Additional Houses

During 1972 Greaves had applied for planning pesiorsto build more houses on
three sites to extend the size of the village. [6al authority had refused, but the
matter was taken to appeal. The decision of theapmme through in 1973 and
Greaves were granted permission for developmetworof the sites. They would
form a strip of development around the northern @frtthe village. The reasons for
grantmg the appeal were:

The strong possibility of large scale housing depeient within the next ten

years.

The continued demand for housing.

The readily available services.

The resulting effect of housing on the surroundinga being considered

limited.

What was a little hypocritical at the time was thet that the Resident’s Association
had led a campaign against any further developate@heswick Green, had created a
petition and urged residents to write letters agjdinand yet when the result was an-
nounced the same people said,

..... and our new neighbours will be a valuable additio the Associa-
tion, helping to speed up the financial needs ef\tiilage Hall.

But the residents of the village were about to thelsting in the tail of the appeal
decision. It very soon became apparent that asopéne new development the an-
cient Mount itself was to be flattened and housek bpon its ‘grave’. Greaves had
used the existence of the ‘Saxon Settlement’ igdtss literature and had named
roads to perpetuate the historic atmosphere, brg m@w telling everyone that it was
just a useless feature that had served its pugrudshould be swept away in order for
them to ‘make more money’.



This started a hectic few months during which #sidents of Cheswick Green fought
and lost a valiant ‘SAVE THE MOUNT CAMPAIGN'. Thiellowed coverage on
both local and national television, press and radi®0 signatures on a petition — let-
ters to Government Ministers, barricades were lamitt human chains defied the dig-
gers. The residents managed to achieve a stayeotigan for a month whilst War-
wick University Archaeology Department conducteauaried archaeological survey
of the site, which predictably ‘proved’ that thavas nothing of interest worth saving.

The fight was lost, 60% of the Mount was flattea@d houses were built and Hunts-
mans Point came into being. But Greaves had damagélves no good at all, they
had said some very ungracious things about thelpedphe village during the cam-
paign which had severely damaged their public imAgeost valuable part of our
heritage had been destroyed; it was a sad dapdocdmmunity.

The Structure Plan
At this time the Local Authorities in the Midlande&re busy producing their Structure

Plans including future development in their respvecareas. Three had very different
proposals for the area around Cheswick Green.

Warwickshire County Council proposed to fill in theea between Shirley
and Cheswick Green (called USP 6) with housindBf600 people by 1986.
Solihull proposed that the area between Shirleytdmckley Heath should
absorb an extra population of 17,000 people by 1986

Birmingham was pressing for more than 17,000; thagted an Earlswood
New Town to house 68,000 people.

Not all Bad News

But 1973 was not all bad news, September saw tsieGheswick Green Fayre, held
on the Village Green, with Morris Dancers, two bara Fashion Show, a Broadcast
Studio for Radio Cheswick Green and a Market flimrgegoods. The weather was
fine and the Fayre raised some £350 towards tHagélHall Fund.

Although Cheswick Green School had not yet beel iblsiHead Teacher, Mrs June
Clarke, who at that time was Head of Catherine-d&aBs School in Solihull, was
appointed.

Changes for the Better

The next year, 1974, was one which was to bringgba which would affect the Vil-
lage.

Boundary Changes in April, bringing Cheswick Gread Hockley Heath
back into Solihull.
The building of Cheswick Green Primary School.
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The building of the Public House in the Village.
The hope that the Village roads and footpaths wéinklly be completed.

The boundary changes meant that new Secondary Sdfittven would go to the
local Alderbrook School and the Harold Malley anaréld Cartwright Schools.
Those already being bussed to Henley-in-Arden dratf8rd-upon-Avon would con-
tinue to do so until they left full-time education.

In January, parents met the Solihull Director ofi€ation and the newly appointed
Head of Cheswick Green Primary School, Mrs Junek€lal he new school was
opened on Monday 30and the Reception Class transferred from St F&rigalter
Street School. The rest of the Infants and Juni@re moved in September. Salter
Street lost about 50% of its infants at that tianed one teacher, Mrs Cresswell, who
transferred with them. Mrs Clarke wrote:

The doors of the school stood open. In ones and thefirst children
stepped shyly and tentatively across the threstiokdhing the hands of
anxious parents. They found themselves in a brajtgerful classroom.
They found some plasticine to model with, theydqaper and crayons
so they drew pictures, they played in the housearpthey made pic-
tures with sticky paper — mothers gradually disagmee. The children
listened to stories, they said rhymes, they witbiey played with sand,
they ran and jumped and skipped. And at half gasgtthey ran out to
waiting mothers to tell them all about it. So endlea first day of life at
our Village School.

A new school is very much like a new house. Thetfwe has not all
arrived, the curtains have yet to be made, thesnatbk bare and
empty, the rooms not in use stand cold and echdifggneed to make it
our school by working in it, putting our work oretiwalls, showing our
models, painting our own pictures, acting playsdar families, letting
the hall ring with the sound of our music and simgi

We would like the school to be not only for thédrbn but a centre of
interest for everyone. We hope that you will suppad encourage the
work that goes on there. We look forward to a hagggociation with
the Village of Cheswick Green.

There was a great deal of discussion within thernanity as to the name of the new
Pub about to be built adjacent to the shops; bets ¥aid. Suggestions were, ‘The
Mount Inn’, ‘The Red Lion’, ‘The Pink Panther’, afichm those who believed that
the building would last forever in the village, ‘@Bull Dozer’ was the leading con-
tender, along with ‘The White Elephant’.
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The Public House eventually opened to a thirstiagé at noon on Wednesday 1
May; the Mayor of Solihull, Councillor Gibbons sessfully pulled the first pint and
he declared,

We all know what American Prohibition did — no goddatsoever —
Cheers!

The pub was named predictably perhaps, ‘The Saxah'was run by Pete Watson
and his wife Doreen, who had moved from ‘The Bujjdio Leamington Spa. They
were to remain in the Village for two years, leayin April 1976.

The young mothers of Cheswick Green waved a forelmell to Mrs Norah Idle on
Monday 17" June. She had been their former Warwickshire Ha4kKitor. She was
presented with a silver tray and a bouquet in reitimyp of her work with mums and
children in the Village. Young Douglas Reed, ong¢hef first boys born in the Village,
presented the tray to Mrs Idle on behalf of eveeyd@he was thanked for her invalu-
able and generous help and support given to newshauna children. The presentation
took place in the new school.

The Association were concerned again with childsesaifety, on this occasion it was
the footpath on Salter Street between the SchabVécarage Road. It was a narrow,
rough path with no kerbstones, the Hawthorne hedrgeencroaching and the speed
of the traffic was unrestricted. This all resultach number of nhear misses which wor-
ried parents, who called upon the Parish Coundihfarove it.

In November 1974 the Residents’ Association Conaaittonsidered a suggestion for
the re-siting of the Village Hall on the redund&etwvage Works Site. But this was
depended upon the existing Recreation Ground lgisagted planning permission for
some 20 terrace type bungalows. An Extraordinanye®sd Meeting was called for
residents of the village to express their opinibime meeting rejected the proposal
overwhelmingly.

In December, following a Carol Service, attendedbgr 250 people, at the new
Saxon Public House, it was proposed to hold requarsectarian Sunday Services in
the Village Hall for the benefit of the communifyhus ‘The Cheswick Green Family
Church’ was born. It later moved to the School Hadl there was additional accom-
modation for Sunday School Classes.
